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Abstract

We study the effects of warm water on the local penguin
population. The major finding is that it is extremely diffi-
cult to induce penguins to drink warm water. The success
factor is approximately —e ™" — 1.

1 Proceedings - Extended Font Sizes

This Proceedings - Extended Font Sizes shell docu-
ment illustrates the appearance of a two-column proceed-
ings article created with the extproc class, one of the
extsizes classes that provide support for type in other than
the standard 10-, 11-, and 12-pt sizes. Size options in-
clude 8-, 9-, 10-, 11-, 12-, 14-, 17- and 20-point type. The
shell produces documents similar to those created with
the Standard BTEX Conference Proceedings shell but us-
ing double columns and a wider range of font sizes.

The typesetting specification for this shell document
sets the font size to 9-pt type but otherwise uses the de-
fault class options. To see the available class options,
choose Options and Packages from the Typeset menu, choose
the Class Options tab, and then click the Modify button.
Note that large type sizes may cause difficulties with line
breaks. Also, the typesetting specification uses the same
objects as the Article-Extended Font Sizes specification,
except it adds a command that is used to produce a blank
space in the first column where a copyright notice belongs.
To use this command, add a TEX field containing the com-
mand

to the beginning of the first paragraph of Body Text in
your document.

The front matter has a number of sample entries that you
should replace with your own.

The dcfontsforextsizes package, which is distributed
with Scientific WorkPlace and Scientific Word, specifies
the use of the dcfont family when you compile with the
default TrueTEX MultiLingual formatter. If you need to
send your document to another IWTEX installation, you
can remove the package from your document.

Other changes to the typeset format of this shell and
its associated BTEX formatting file (extproc.cls) are not
supported by MacKichan Software, Inc. If you wish to
make such changes, please consult the WTEX manuals or
a local BTEX expert.

This document will become your new Proceedings -
Extended Font Sizes shell if you modify it and export it
as “Proceedings - Extended Font Sizes.shl” in the Shells\
Other Documents\SW directory.

3.2 Tags

You can apply the logical markup tag Emphasized.
You can apply the visual markup tags Bold, Italics,
Roman, Sans Serif, Slanted, SMALL CAPS, and Typewriter.
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You can apply BLACKBOARD BOLD, frattur, and
CALLIGRAPHIC, the special mathematics-only tags.
Note that blackboard bold and calligraphic are correct
only when applied to uppercase letters A through Z.

You can apply the size tags tiny, scriptsize, footnotesize,

small, normalsize, large, Large, LARGE, huge and

Huge.

This is a Body Math paragraph. Each time you press
the Enter key, Scientific WorkPlace switches to mathe-
matics mode. This is convenient for carrying out “scratch-
pad” computations.

Following is a group of paragraphs marked as Short
Quote.

The Long Quotation tag is used for quotations of more
than one paragraph. Following is the beginning of Alice’s
Adventures in Wonderland by Lewis Carroll:

Alice was beginning to get very tired of
sitting by her sister on the bank, and of having
nothing to do: once or twice she had peeped
into the book her sister was reading, but it had
no pictures or conversations in it, ‘and what
is the use of a book,” thought Alice ‘without
pictures or conversation?’

So she was considering in her own mind (as
well as she could, for the hot day made her feel
very sleepy and stupid), whether the pleasure
of making a daisy-chain would be worth the
trouble of getting up and picking the daisies,
when suddenly a White Rabbit with pink eyes
ran close by her.
